ACT CONCERNING WILLS.

Heretofore no person in Texas was permitted, by Act of January 28, 1840,
to dispose of more than one-fourth of his property by will, to the prejudice of his
children; but the following Act of the last adjourned Session, gives every one the
same right to dispose of his or her entire property by will, that all persons enjoy
during their lifetime:

Sec. 1. Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Texas, That all persons
are hereby authorized and permitted to dispose of their own estate, real or
personal, by will or otherwise, and that the thirteenth and fifteenth sections of
the act of January 28th, 1840, entitled "An Act concerning Wills." and the
provisions of all other acts, so far conflict with this, be and the same are hereby
repealed.

Sec. 2. That this act take effect and be in force from and after its passage.

Jeanne Tabb has abstracted the application papers of Texas
Society members, National Society Colonial Dames
Seventeenth Century.In alphabetical order she lists the names
of original ancestors upon which membership is based, and
includes their colonial service, spouse(s), children and their
spouses. Dates and places are entered where available. The
member’s name and national number follow each of the more
than 1700 entries. Over 7000 names from these abstracts
appear in the index.

What an interesting book! I spent an entire evening browsing,
and was rewarded by finding two of my own ancestors. It’s very
easy to check the presence of a particular name. If it's listed,
there will be some great little nuggets of information available.
The volume itself is well organized, nicely printed and
handsomely bound. Mrs. Tabb has my utmost admiration for
processing so much detailed information in such a meticulous
and thorough fashion. If you're looking for a quick reference on
"Who’s Who" in early America, and I do mean early (pre-1701),
this is for you.

These five volumes cover the author’s antecedents. Each book
begins with her pedigree chart, which goes back as much as
twelve generations on some lines. The rest is principally
family group sheets, with a hodgepodge of records, documents,
maps, pictures, newspaper clippings, and interesting historical
narrative thrown in for good measure. The family group sheets
start with an early ancestor and appear in descending order
along the lines of the pedigree chart to the present. Extensive
documentation is shown on each group sheet. The index in
each volume pertains to that volume only.

A tremendous amount of work has undoubtedly gone into
gathering, recording, and presenting all the records in this
family history. The books contain a huge amount of
information. However, it is such a monumental job that I found
it cumbersome and difficult to use. Also, the printing quality
does not do justice to a number of the pictures and many of the
documents and records are illegible. Still, wading in could be
worthwhile for early Michigan researchers.

In order to establish an equitable distribution of public funds,
Texas conducted a census of school children in 1854-55. In
most counties the census takers reported the names of parents
and children, along with statistical data. These lists have been
copied and recorded in TEXAS SCHOLASTICS. Missing are
the data for those counties for which only statistical summaries
were made, and all the counties whose names begin with A-D
for which the records have been totally lost (alas, there went
Dallas!).

What we have here is a list, by school districts within counties,
of names of 1854-55 Texas residents who had school age
children, and in many cases, the names of those children. Over
5000 family names appear in the index, with many of those
names referenced to multiple pages. This is an important
supplement to the 1850 federal census of Texas, which was not
totally complete. It can also help identify families who arrived
in the period 1850-55.

Graham Bell’s telephone. He returned to Galveston determined to install
a telephone at the earliest moment possible. The first exchange was
opened in Galveston, Aug. 21, 1879, and the first long-distance line was
between Galveston and Houston in 1883.

EAST DALLAS RESEMBLED A SMALL TOWN IN WORLD WARII !
by June Rayfield Welch

June Welch has taught history at the University of Dallas the past 24 years. His
recently-published book, his 17th is Tell Me A Texas Story.

To anyone growing up in Gainesville during the Depression, Dallas was the great
city of Texas. We did not imagine that, in many ways, "Big D" - or "Big Friendly" — was
then only an aggregation of communities. That fact was suggested by a taped reminiscence
of Mrs. Ruth Collins?, who said, "I loved East Texas when I was a girl. And I loved East
Dallas.”

In World War II, Dallas was — perhaps — just Gainesville and Bonham and
Sherman writ large.

Life in Texas was much the same, regardless of the size of a town. The only air
conditioning anywhere in Texas was owned by cafes and theaters with signs promising "20
degrees cooler" interiors. Families spent time outdoors. dn the evenings, neighbors and
kinfolk sat on front porches while children "played out.” They chased fireflies and scuffled
and got hurt and sought comfort from their mothers. The evening would conclude on a sour
note, with parents calling for their children to come in - it was bedtime. Every child obeyed
the unwritten and unspoken rule against responding or complying until the parent’s tone
was appropriately menacing.

Mrs. Collins® claimed that East Dallas had the "top Corner drugstore of the
world," where young people could sprawl on the floor, read comic books from the racks, and
perhaps buy a nickel coke in the course of an afternoon.

Wondering where her son had gone after classes ended at Woodrow Wilson High,
a mother could call the druggist, who would report the last sighting of the young fellow or
summon him to the phone if he would leave his comic book.

Mrs. Collins said, "We wouldn’t have thought about raising our children without
‘the help of that good man."

During the war, she wrote her soldier sons every day. Should she run out of
stamps, Mrs. Collins could order aroll of three centers charged to her account and delivered
to her home. There was no profit in selling stamps, and the delivery and extension of credit
were simply expenses the merchang incurred for his customers’ convenience.

When boys the druggist had hosted entered the armed forces, their parents
brought photographs in new uniforms, and the merchangt displayed them in a hug frame.
He never realized how much the people of East Dallas loved him, Mrs. Collins believed.
And when his Navy pilot son was lost at sea, he could not have known how deeply the loss
was felt by hundreds of people he had had never met.
